Dear Friends,

September is the beginning of the academic year and as I have been in
education for most of my life, to me the working year begins in September.

We had our very successful camp for 36 young people from across the
Benefice at the end of July and in August we have slowed down and there has
been time to reflect and holiday. The works have not stopped on St Nicolas
Church, however, and we are hoping that phase two will be finished by the
beginning of October.
